Morten Tydlum made his breakthrough as director with the film Buddy in 2003. The film achieved impressive cinema audience numbers in Norway, almost 280,000, and was awarded Amanda awards for Best Film and Best Male Lead Actor. Buddy introduced a new generation of actors to a younger cinema audience, and thereby became a turning point in recent Norwegian film history.

Morten’s second film, Fallen Angels, was the last in the Varg Veum series. Fallen Angels was nominated for five Amanda awards in 2008, and impressively, with almost 130,000 tickets sold, attracted greater cinema audiences than the first film in the series.

His confident style and talent for action and humour has made him director of some of the most expensive and influential commercials ever produced in Norway.
